ORDINANCE No.  176167
*Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with U.S. Geological Survey for hydrologic monitoring in the Johnson Creek Basin (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:


1.
This IGA with the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) is a continuation of a cooperative study started in 1998.  Other participating governmental agencies within the Johnson Creek Watershed, including the City of Gresham, the City of Milwaukie, and Multnomah and Clackamas Counties.  A copy of the agreement and scope of work provided by the USGS are attached for reference

2. The information from this study has aided the City in developing its recently completed Watershed Restoration Plan for Johnson Creek.


3. The information collected in this next phase of this study will be used in helping the City assist the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality establish Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) for the Johnson Creek mainstem.  It will also assist the City’s Endangered Species Program (ESA) more effectively plan for habitat enhancement to aid in the recovery of salmonid species in Johnson Creek.  This information will also aid the City in developing its plans for meeting the goals of the River Renaissance Program.


4. The information collected in all phases of this study will be used to enhance our understanding of the Johnson Creek Watershed, for planning, modeling, and design purposes.


5. By entering into this agreement, the City is leveraging its monitoring dollars through matching federal funds and participation by several other agencies.  The total cost of this monitoring effort is $142,200.  Of this, the U.S. Geological Survey is providing $71,100, the City of Portland is providing $40,350, with the balance of $30,750 provided by the other cities and counties in the agreement. 

6. The established cost for the City’s share of the agreement is $40,350.  


7. Of the $40,350, $7,000 of the funds are currently available in the existing Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2001-02 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-31-043, Account No. 549602.  This portion of the IGA work will be completed in the current Fiscal year (2001/2002)

8. Of the $40,350, $33,350 of the funds will be requested in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2002-03 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center 

Code 145-31-005, Account No. 529000. This portion of the IGA work will be completed this next Fiscal year (2002/2003).  

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Affairs and Auditor are authorized to execute an agreement with the U.S. Geological Survey for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $40,350.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because of the time critical nature of this data collection effort for scheduled modeling and planning activities as part of River Renaissance and for its role in the development of a timely and credible TMDL with the Oregon DEQ for Johnson Creek.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
