Adopt the Eastside Streetcar Alignment Study and direct various actions for implementation.  (Resolution)

WHEREAS, on November 6, 2002, the City Council passed Ordinance No. 177051 authorizing an agreement with the Lloyd District Business Improvement District (Lloyd BID) to participate in the Eastside Streetcar Alignment Study (Study) and to provide financial support for the Study; and 

WHEREAS, the Portland Development Commission (PDC) and the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) also are partners in the Study; and

WHEREAS, on November 5, 2002, the City Council passed Ordinance No. 177052 authorizing an amendment to the agreement between the City and Portland Streetcar, Inc. (PSI) for professional and technical services related to the Study; and

WHEREAS, in January 2003, Commissioner Jim Francesconi appointed members to the Eastside Streetcar Alignment Study Steering Committee (Steering Committee) comprised of representatives from the Lloyd District, Central Eastside, City, County and regional interests and the PSI Board; and

WHEREAS, the charge to the Steering Committee was to recommend a preferred alignment, assess the level of public support for an extension of streetcar service to the eastside, recommend a public process for implementation, recommend a process that would assure eligibility for federal funds and hold public workshops; and

WHEREAS, the Steering Committee met five (5) times with meetings open to the public to analyze and discuss alignment and other related issues and held two (2) workshops, one at the Lloyd Towers and one at OMSI to seek additional community input; and

WHEREAS, recommendations were made by the Steering Committee that addressed the work set forth in their charge and a draft report was prepared; and

WHEREAS, on May 13, 2003, the PSI Board of Directors adopted a resolution, which, among other actions, endorsed the report and the alignment recommendations through the Lloyd District and encouraged the committee to continue its efforts, including further study of alignment alternatives through the Central Eastside and river crossing options; and

WHEREAS, on May 21, 2003, the Steering Committee adopted the Eastside Streetcar Alignment Study report as drafted and prepared to present the report to the Multnomah County Board of Commissioners and the Portland Development Commission, in anticipation of presenting the report to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, on June 5, 2003, the Multnomah County Board of Commissioners supported the report and on June 11, 2003, the Portland Development Commission accepted the report.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Portland, a municipal corporation of the State of Oregon, that the Council adopts the report on the Eastside Streetcar Alignment Study, a summary of which is set forth in Exhibit A attached to this Resolution, and by reference made a part hereof; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the Portland Office of Transportation is directed and the Portland Development Commission and Portland Streetcar, Inc. are requested to continue to support the efforts of the Eastside Steering Committee during the next fiscal year to the extent of budgeted funds; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the Lloyd District Business Improvement District is requested to continue to participate in and provide financial support for the Eastside Streetcar effort during the next fiscal year; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the Director of Government Relations is directed to seek Congressional approval of the City’s $1.0 million FY 2003-2004 grant request from the U.S. Department Housing and Urban Development for preliminary design and engineering, and other services, for the Eastside Streetcar.
