the Police Assessment Resource Center was hired and produced a report with 89 recommendations on Portland Police Bureau officer-involved shootings and in-custody deaths from January 1997 until June of 2000, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the 2003 Independent Police Review report on officer-involved shootings and deaths in police custody (Exhibit A) is accepted by the City Council.
