RESOLUTION No.  36166 AS AMENDED
Request City Attorney to withdraw for reconsideration 2002-2003 Regulatory Improvement Workplan: Policy Package 1, Ordinance 177701 and direct the Bureau of Planning to return to City Council with a revised ordinance and code language for Policy Package 1 for consideration  (Resolution)
WHEREAS, on July 16, 2003, the City Council adopted ordinance 177701 for the 2002-2003 Regulatory Improvement Workplan: Policy Package 1 (Policy Package 1) and chose not to adopt minimum lot sizes for existing lots in the R5 and R2.5 zones; and 

WHEREAS, on August 5, 2003, the Roseway, Rose City Park, and Concordia neighborhood associations and three individuals filed a notice of intent to appeal Policy Package 1 with the Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA); and 

WHEREAS, on August 13, 2003, the City Council directed the Bureau of Planning to work on Item #11 “Establish minimum lot size for existing lots in the R5 and R2.5 zones” as part of the 2003-2004 Regulatory Improvement Workplan “Top Ten”, and expressed interest in finding a compromise that would prevent further demolition of existing housing, would promote affordable housing, would ensure compatibility of design, would allow some limited additional density and smaller lots in other areas of the City, and would provide more opportunities for detached housing on small lots; and

WHEREAS, in 1991 when the City adopted the existing code provision that established “no minimum” for existing lots in R5 and R2.5, the City did not intend to promote demolition of existing houses, but rather intended to provide additional flexibility for vacant lots; and 

WHEREAS, the City Attorney may withdraw Policy Package 1 for reconsideration prior to filing the Record for the appeal; and 

WHEREAS, reconsideration of Policy Package 1 and consideration of the 2003-2004 Regulatory Improvement Workplan Item #11 should be coordinated; and 

WHEREAS, the City and neighborhoods would save time and resources by resolving this issue in a timely fashion; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council requests the City Attorney to file a motion with the Land Use Board of Appeals to withdraw for reconsideration Policy Package 1, Ordinance 177701; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council directs the Bureau of Planning to return to Council with an amended ordinance and code language for Policy Package 1 for consideration on September 24, 2003 which includes establishing a minimum lot size for existing lots; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council directs the Bureau of Planning to include as part of the 2002-2003 Regulatory Improvement Workplan, Policy Package 2, scheduled for Planning Commission consideration on October 28, 2003, code changes to allow an exemption to allow for continued segregation and development of vacant lots, to allow detached houses on smaller lots in the R2 and R2.5 zones citywide, to allow duplexes and triplexes in more situations in the R2 and R2.5 zones citywide, and to eliminate the more restrictive accessory dwelling unit requirements of the “a” overlay and apply the citywide standards; and  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council direct the Bureau of Planning to bring the Accessory Dwelling Unit Monitoring Project Report to the City Council by November 30, 2003, and direct the Bureau of Planning, Bureau of Development Services, Bureau of Environmental Services, Bureau of Water Works, Office of Transportation, and Office of Management and Finance to develop strategies to develop non-regulatory incentives and eliminate or minimize non-regulatory barriers for the development of accessory dwelling units; and, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council direct the Bureau of Planning to bring forward as part of the package of 2003-2004 Regulatory Improvement Workplan Land Division Code changes, a proposal for changing how maximum density is calculated for land divisions to allow for some limited increases in allowed density without significant impacts on neighborhoods.
