The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
The City entered into Contract 51842 on August 21, 2002 with Multnomah County to provide Healthcare Provider Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) training for County Health Department Employees 

2. The original contract expired on April 30, 2003.

3. By Ordinance 177420, the contract was extended to April 30, 2004.

4. The County desires to extend the contract for an additional period commencing May 1, 2004 and ending April 30, 2005.

5. The fee Multnomah County will pay for the additional training is not to exceed $18,000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Works is authorized to execute an agreement with Multnomah County in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the existing agreement expired on April 30, 2004; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
