ORDINANCE No.  178788
*Extend contracts with Adolfson Associates, Inc., GreenWorks, P.C., and Parametrix, Inc. to provide services for development review for stormwater management, natural resource protection and public education and involvement  (Ordinance; amend Contract Nos. 33932, 33933 and 33934) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Bureau of Environmental Services requires professional services for project management, ecological design, riparian, wetlands and uplands restoration, fish and wildlife habitat enhancement, technical assistance for development review for stormwater management and natural resource protection, public education and involvement, permitting, construction and installation management, monitoring and maintenance, and resource and water quality assessment for projects and tasks included in the FY04/05 budget.  The three firms referenced above are currently under flexible services contracts as per City Council ordinance #176039.  

2. Flexible Services Contract bidding process requires a lead-time of several months.  The Bureau will begin a new request for proposals (RFP) procedure in spring, 2005.  

3. The professional services for these projects and tasks are normally of short duration, specific in nature and usually of relatively small dollar value.

4. The Bureau has determined that contracting with multiple consulting firms for services on an as-needed basis provides flexibility and increased opportunities for completing work cost-effectively and within established schedules.  

5. The consultant selection process has been conducted in accordance with Chapter 5.68 of the Code of the City of Portland

6. The established cost is $225,000 total.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2004-05 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-(various center codes), Account Nos. 521000 and 529000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Affairs and Auditor are authorized to extend contracts with Adolfson Associates, Inc., GreenWorks, P.C., and Parametrix, Inc. for the purpose described in Section 1, for the total amount not to exceed $225,000 total. The total for each firm is not to exceed $150,000, as a condition in the original contracts.  All other conditions will stay the same.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the contracts need to take immediate effect in order for the Bureau to have access to constant services for on-going and new projects and tasks.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
