ORDINANCE NO.  180617
* Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Multnomah County to allocate alcohol and drug funds to support a collaborative project for homeless women  (Ordinance)  

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Funding for supportive services and emergency placement for homeless women who are sleeping outside meets the goals and objectives of the Bureau of Housing and Community Development (BHCD).

2. Multnomah County has allocated funds to procure and provide services to enable homeless women immediate access to placement and safety off the streets along with long-term and permanent housing placement as part of the City of Portland’s Safety Off the Streets (SOS) program which provides, emergency placement and services.
3. Multnomah County and Portland desire to enter into an agreement to provide $75,000 to the City of Portland to support the Safety Off the Streets (SOS) program.

NOW THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner of Public Works is hereby authorized to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Multnomah County to provide support to the City of Portland’s Safety Off the Streets program substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A (attached to the original ordinance only).

b.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to receive payment in the amount of $75,000 for FY 2006-07.
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists so that there will be no delay in the delivery of services; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
