During three CLG grants -- FY 2004-2005, 2005-2006, and 2006-2007 -- the Planning Bureau partnered with another public agency, Portland Parks and Recreation, to survey, inventory, and evaluate City-owned properties of historic significance. The current proposal aims to continue the effort to evaluate public properties for their historic significance, both in partnership with another public agency and as part of an area-wide study of outer East Portland. Additionally, this proposal seeks funds to expand a historic resources database and enhance public access to it via a web-based interface.
