ORDINANCE No. 181501
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Multnomah County for services related to County bridges and the Portland Streetcar Loop Project  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The City of Portland (City) is the lead agency for the design and construction of the Portland Streetcar Loop Project (Project), which will run from the Pearl District in N.W. Portland to the Oregon Museum of Science and Industry in S.E. Portland.

2.
The streetcar will operate across the Broadway Bridge and its east and west approach ramps and under the east viaducts of the Morrison and Hawthorne Bridges on Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard requiring modifications and/or attachments to each structure.

3.
With respect to the bridges identified above, ORS 382.305 to ORS 382.330 imposes obligations on Multnomah County (County) to “maintain, keep in good condition and repair and operate the bridges and their approaches”.

4.
The City and the County agree that it is in the public’s best interest for the City to implement the Project.  The City and County further agree that it is in the public’s best interest to work together cooperatively to develop and review plans, specifications and other construction related documents in furtherance of the Project and to ensure that the County is able to maintain its statutory obligations related to the bridges.

5.
The City and the County desire to enter into this Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) and the City will reimburse the County for its work associated with development and review of plans, specifications and construction related documents in an amount not to exceed $30,000.

6.
It is anticipated that this IGA will be amended in the future to address construction and operations of the Portland Streetcar Loop Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with Multnomah County, substantially in accordance with the Intergovernmental Agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance and, by reference, made a part hereof.

b.
The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks to Multnomah County, chargeable to the Transportation Fund, AU 159.

c.
The City’s Project Manager is hereby authorized to agree to and execute, on behalf of the City, any amendment that does not increase the maximum compensation amount.

Section 2.  The Council directs an emergency exists because the exigencies of the schedule and federal timelines indicate that work should proceed without delay; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
