Capital spending pays for construction of sewers, jails, libraries, school buildings, airport expansion and mass transit. Total per capita long-term investment by all local governments doubled for Portland residents in the 1990’s. Among the larger projects was sewer construction aimed toward improvement of Willamette River water quality. Another was the extension of light rail through Portland’s West Side.
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
