ORDINANCE No. 181976
*Authorize a Sponsorship Agreement with Little League Baseball, Inc. to contribute in excess of $150,000 to Portland Parks and Recreation for the construction of improvements at Lillis Albina Park  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Parks and Little League International have identified an opportunity to improve ball fields at Lillis Albina Park, with said improvements to benefit chartered Little League teams.     
2. Pursuant to the Sponsorship Agreement, Little League Baseball, Inc. will donate in excess of $150,000 to improve the baseball facility at Lillis Abina Park.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Director of Portland Parks and Recreation and the City Auditor are authorized to execute the Sponsorship Agreement with Little League Baseball, Inc.  Such agreement shall be in a form substantially like the form of agreement attached hereto, as approved as to form by the City Attorney.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in execution will hold up the construction of the improvements that Parks is to make to Lillis Albina Park; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
