ORDINANCE No. 182428
Further define the emergency management system of the City as managed by the Portland Office of Emergency Management (Ordinance; amend Code Title 3 and Title 15).
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
Congress has passed Public Law 109.295 and the Oregon legislature has adopted ORS 401.039, both of which prohibit seizure of firearms by a municipal government during a state of emergency.
2.
Portland City Code Subsection 15.08.020B paragraph 8 as currently written would attempt to convey to the Mayor the authority to direct seizure of firearms during a state of emergency.
3. 
Since this authority is now superseded by both state and federal law the Code must be amended.
4.
Portland City Code Section 3.125.030,  Disaster Policy Council Membership, is  amended by adding the Director of the Bureau of Emergency Communications to the Disaster Policy Council which will now consist of Mayor, President of Council, Auditor, City Attorney, Chiefs of Police and Fire and Directors of Emergency Management, Transportation, Finance and Administration, Water Bureau and the Bureau of Emergency Communications.
5. Portland City Code Subsections 3.124.010 paragraphs B, and C, Subsection 3.124.050 C and Section 3.126.020 are amended by the inclusion of minor grammatical changes in order to clarify the meaning of these sections.  
6. 
Portland City Code Subsection 15.08.020 B. is reworded to include “Upon the declaration of a state of emergency” to align with Subsection 15.08.020 A.

Now, Therefore, the Council Directs:
a.
City Code Subsection 3.124.010 B. is amended as follows:
“Disaster” means an occurrence of or threat of imminent widespread or severe damage, injury, or loss of life or property regardless of cause which in the determination of the Mayor or designated public official, causes or will cause significant damage as to warrant disaster assistance from outside City resources to supplement the efforts and available resources of the City to alleviate the damage, loss, hardship or suffering caused; 

b. City Code Subsection 3.124.010 C. is amended as follows:

“Disaster Policy Council” is the City’s policy making body which advises the Mayor on public policy regarding pertinent decisions necessary in a disaster event.  The DPC meets twice a year at the change of the President of the Council or at the Mayor’s request;

c. City Code Subsection 3.124.050 C. is amended as follows:
Lead and coordinate the activities of the City’s Disaster Policy Council, Emergency Management Committee and the Emergency Management Steering Committee;

d. City Code Section 3.125. 030 is amended as follows:
The Disaster Policy Council shall consist of the following members:

A. The Mayor, who shall be Chair;

B. Commissioner serving as President of the Council, who shall be Vice Chair;

C. City Auditor;

D. Chief Administrative Officer;

E. City Attorney

e. City Code Subsection 3.126.020 is amended as follows:
The Emergency Management Committee shall be chaired by the Director, Portland Office of Emergency Management, or in his/her absence by the POEM Operations Manager.  The Emergency Management Committee shall meet quarterly semi-annually or upon call of the Chair, or in his/her absence from the City, upon call of the POEM Emergency Operations Manager. 
f. City Code Subsection 15.08.020 B is amended as follows: 

Upon the declaration of a state of emergency, I in addition to other powers granted to the Mayor, the Mayor may:


g. City Code Subsection 15.08.020 B. 8. is amended as follows:

To the extent allowed by law, prohibit the sale, carrying or possession of any weapons or explosives of any kind or weapons of any kind other than firearms on public streets or public places.
