ORDINANCE No. 182436
*Authorize payment for the procurement of materials required to construct Fanno Basin Emergency Flow Relief, Subtask of BES Project No. 8293 (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Garden Home Section of the Fanno Basin Pressure Line has experienced several incidences of localized failure at different locations along the alignment.  The Pressure Line is currently inoperable, necessitating bypass of flow to Clean Water Services (CWS). The design of a new pressure line is currently underway and expected to be constructed in three years. A likelihood exists that winter-time flows may exceed the capacity of CWS over the next three winters. An emergency flow relief is required to prevent an uncontrolled sewage discharge threatening public health and safety.
2.
The Bureau of Environmental Services requires the furnishing of pumping equipment, material and labor for the emergency flow relief. Multiple procurements are expected over the next three years as part of this project, not to exceed $1.3 Million in aggregate. The highly specialized equipment needed to reliably self-prime and pump high volumes of sewage at low pressure are available from only one source. The Bureau of Environmental Services has performed the necessary to research to justify this sole source procurement.

3.
Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project Number 8293, Account No. 567000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Bureau of Purchases to authorize payment up to $1.3 Million for procurement of equipment, material, and labor for the purpose described in Section 1.

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists that threatens public health and safety due to the inoperability of the Fanno Basin Pressure Line and the likelihood that winter-time flows may exceed the capacity of CWS. Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
