HIGHLIGHTS

In 1845 Portland was two square miles of wooded
land in a country where farms were just ending half
a century of fur trade. Commerce was carried on by
barter. Paddle, sail, saddle and covered wagon sup-
plied transportation. Pioneering among the Indians
was a serious daily adventure. And electric trolley
coaches weren’t even imagined.

Less than a century later Portland has a popula-
tion of over 300,000 people living in an area of 66
square miles. It is a center for air, rail, highway and
water transportation. It is among the world’s leaders
in the shipment of lumber, wool, grain and fruit
products. It is the home of outstanding educational,
medical, cultural and religious institutions. The
beauty of its parks and residential sectors is re-
nowned. Its per capita wealth is high.

Portland’s climate is moderate and healthful; its
mountain water unsurpassed. Flood, drouth and
earthquake are no menace to its population. Summer
and winter sports, including fishing, hunting, moun-
tain climbing, boating, hiking, swimming, skiing,
snow-shoeing, and riding are within an hour’s drive
of the city. Portland’s numerous links afford year-
around golfing. Baseball, football, greyhound and
horse racing, afford additional diversion.

The Portland Junior Symphony orchestra, the
civic theatre, the half million volume city library,
sixty-five elementary and ten high schools, and nu-
merous institutions of higher learning make up Port-
land’s readily accessible cultural and educational
facilities. A $5,000,000 modernization program has
given Portland “the world’s finest trolley system.”

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HIGHLIGHTS

Portland’s early street railway systems included
mule cars, horse cars, cable cars, steam trains and
finally, electric trolley cars.

Among the typical forerunners of the present
Portland Traction Company was the Portland Street
Railway Company, which in 1872 established its first
line on West First street between Glisan and Caruth-
ers streets. A second hand car from San Francisco
was drawn over the 115 mile route by a mule whose
average speed was three miles an hour. In its most
prosperous days the company owned 11 cars and 35
horses.

Early day five cent fares entitled the passenger to
a ride and transfers only on the lines of one com-
pany. Three or four fares were usually paid to as
many lines by a passenger crossing the city.

G. P. Lumsden, who is today employed by the
Portland Traction Company, drove the first horse
car across the Morrison bridge in 1887.

Steam trains first replaced horse cars in 1888; the
first electric trolley car appeared in Portland in 1890.

Portland’s various street railway companies were
united under the Portland Railway, Light and Power
Company (later the Portland Electric Power Com-
pany) in 1907, and for the first time patrons enjoyed
universal transfer privileges upon payment of a
single fare.

The Portland Traction Company was organized in
1932, and assumed operation of Portland’s Trolley
system.

In January 1936 the Portland Traction Company
was granted the franchise which made possible a
$5,000,000 modernization program and gave Port-
land the “world’s finest trolley system.
