2) Purpose of the Proposed Legislation:

:Ihis legislation will authorize the execution of a contract with Versaterm, Inc., to provide and
 
install a modernized law enforcement data collection and record keeping system t<i be shared by
 
most law enforcement agencies in the Porlland Metropolitan area including Clark County
 
Washington. The Portland Police Data Systern (PPDS) is a law enforcement records
 
management system (RMS) that is shared by approximately 4,000 users. The curuent system is
 
obsolete ancl needs to be replaced. On September 24,2008 City Council authorized issuing a
 
competitive Request for Proposals under Ordinance 182216 to select a firm to provide a
 
Commercial-Off-The-Shelf 
 (COTS) regional records management system lnegnp to replace
 
the PPDS/RMS software.

The execution of this contract will enable the City to replace the current Portland Police Data 
System Records Management System (RMS). The new RMS will enable data sharing within and 
between the various law enforcement agencies, expanding the repository of critical crime data, 
which will help these agencies be more efficient and keep the communities safer. 

b) Which communify and business groups, under-represented groups, 
organizations, external government entities, and other interested parties were 
involved in this effort, and when and how were they involved? 

This contract is a result of a formal competitive RFP, which was made publicly available on the 
City's Procurement Services Online Procurement Center. On-site demonstrations of the three 
semi-finalists were attended by over 140 stakeholders, and SMEs representing over 20law 
enforcement agencies. Citizen minority representatives participated in the evaluation of the 
proposals and selection of Versaterm. Additionally the RegJIN Project Charter includes a multi­
agency Project Advisory Committee and implementation team. 

c) How did public involvement shape the outcome of this Council item? 
A diverse evaluation committee, as required under City policy and including public agency 
subject matter experts, had a large role in the selection of the software system. Their expertise 
provided valuable insights and suggestions. 

d) Who designed and implemented the public involvement related to this Council 
item? 

The PSSRP Executive Steering Committee approved the RegJIN Project Charter and Project 
Governance, which outlines the Project Advisory Committee and implementation team. City 
Procurement policies outlined the evaluation requirements.

The Portland Police Data Systern (PPDS) is a law enforcement records lnanagement system shared by 26
 
law enforcement agencies across four (4) Oregon counties. The current PPDS system uses obsolete
 
technology, has difficulty supporling new crirninal justice standards and is no longer supported by the
 
vendor. With the passage of Ordinance 182216, the Public Safety Systern Revitalization Program
 
(PSSRP) received Council authorization to use a competitive request for proposals (RFP) to select a
 
modern, commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) law enforcement record management system (RMS). The goal

is to develop a single, regional record management system (RMS) that will be used by 39 law
 
enforcement agencies to provide all of the capabilities of the current Portland Police Data System (PPDS),
 
with expanded, fully integrated, increased functionality to create a the Regional Justice Information
 
Network (RegJIN).
 

On February 14,2012 the City advertised RFP No. 113551 and on May 3, 2012five (5) proposals were
 
received. The proposals were reviewed, evaluated, and scored in accordance with Portland City Code
 
5.33 by an eleven person evaluation committee thaf included representation fi'om the minority evaluator
 
program. Proposalevaluations took place between May and October 2012. On-site demonstrations of the
 
three semi-finalists were attended by over 140 stakeholders, and subject matter expefts representing 
over
 
20 law enforcement agencies" The proposal from Versaterm, Inc. was deemed responsive to the
 
requirements of the solicitation, and received the highest evaluation score. 'Ihe City issued a Notice of
 
lntent to negotiate and award a contract to Versaterm, Inc., ol't November 20,2012 and no protests were
 
received.
 

Versaterm, Inc. has a current City of Porlland business license tax account, is in full compliance with the
 
Equal Berefrts Prograrn, and their EEO Ceftification is current through February 15,2014" Versaterm,
 
Inc. is heaclquartet'ed in Ottawa, Ontario, Canada and is not a State of Oregon Ceftif,red MV/ESB
 
contractor. 

Awarding a oontract to Versaterm, Inc., will allow PSSRP to implernent a replacement fbr PPDS and to
 
meet the needs of law enforcement for a robust, reliable recorcls lnanagernent systern.
