Detroit Riverfront Conservancy
DRFC is a 501(c) (3) formed to establish, improve, operate and conserve public parks and green spaces along the Detroit River. DRFC has set a fund-raising goal of $140 million and has $93 million in-hand, including a $50 million challenge grant from the Kresge Foundation.
The Board of Directors has 44 members, is co-chaired by the Chief Information Officer of the City of Detroit and a General Manager from General Motors, and meets quarterly. In addition to an executive committee, members work on 11 other committees that address: finance and investment, governance and nominating, advancement and membership, planning, design and development, operations and programming, audit, and community outreach and communications. Anacostia Waterfront Corporation

Anacostia Waterfront Corporation is a “corporate body and independent instrumentality” of the District of Columbia, though it is authorized to establish both for-profit and not-for-profit subsidiaries. Its purposes are to revitalize the waterfront, improve environmental integrity, secure resources, and facilitate public and private investment.

The Corporation has a nine member board, appointed by the Mayor with the consent of the Council. Members must be residents of D.C. with knowledge of business, labor, environment, development, or finance. Members include the Mayor, the District’s chief financial officer, and seven citizen members—as well as four ex-officio non-voting members from the National Planning Commission, U.S. Department of Interior, U.S. General Services Administration, and the Department of Defense. Members serve five year terms and receive no compensation, other than per diem and expenses. 

Pittsburgh Riverlife
The Riverlife task force is a public / private partnership established in 1999 to create a vision and master plan for Pittsburgh’s riverfronts .The task force is a group of civic leaders, elected officials and property owners dedicated to the development of Three Rivers Park, a grand urban -scale waterfront park at the confluence of the rivers in the heart of downtown. Puget Sound Partnership
The Puget Sound Partnership is a state agency established by the Legislature in 2007 to lead and coordinate efforts to protect and restore Puget Sound by 2020. It purposes are to: identify and assign priority actions; name those responsible for the actions; and, identify funding.
The Leadership Council is the governing body of the Partnership. Its seven members are leading citizens chosen from around the Sound and appointed by the governor. Members serve four-year terms. Council duties include:
· Adopt a 2020 Action Agenda by Sept.1, 2008 that sets strategic priorities and benchmarks to measure progress. 

· Appoint members of the Ecosystem Coordination Board and Science Panel. 

· Act as the regional organization for Puget Sound salmon recovery. 

· Promote public awareness, education and engagement of citizens. 

· Allocate Puget Sound recovery funds appropriated to the Partnership and make grants.
