Current Board members notified their constituent groups of the vacant positions, 
and BDS included information about the vacancy in multiple issues of its Plans Examiner 
and the Structural Engineers Association of Oregon (SEAO) newsletters. The Plans 
Examiner is widely distributed electronically to BDS customers and stakeholders, as well as 
neighborhood associations and community groups. A link to the Plans Examiner is available 
on the BDS website. An interested applicant files an application of Interest with the Office 
of Neighborhood Involvement (ONI). Once ONI receives the applications and conflict of 
interest forms, it forwards those documents to Amit Kumar in BDS for review.

Since individuals must apply for Structural Engineering Advisory Committee vacancies, the 
participation of stakeholders was crucial to generating qualified applicants and filling the 
vacant positions.

Subject: Reappointments to the Structural Engineering Advisory Committee (SEAC) 

The Structural Engineering Advisory Committee is appointed by the Mayor and consists of three 
members and three alternates licensed in Oregon to practice structural engineering. 

Two members and two alternates' terms expired August 31, 2014. I am recommending the following 
candidates be reappointed to the SEAC.

In an effort to increase participation on the Boards and Commissions at BDS, we are in the process of 
amending the city code to include a maximum of two, 3-year terms, allowing for a more frequent 
rotation of Board membership. Although the bureau does not currently have term limits in place, it has 
been communicated to these candidates that this will be their 2nd and final term. All three of the 
candidates are registered structural engineers with several years of structural engineering experience 
and have served on the committee since November 16, 2011 . 

The recommended candidates are all respected members of the structural engineering community 
and several of them have served on national , statewide and local structural engineering organizations. 
They have experience in dealing with a lot of typical issues that come before the board especially 
when it comes to seismic upgrades of existing buildings and innovative technologies. They have 
demonstrated knowledge of seismic design principles which is by far the predominant issue that 
comes before the committee. The experience of these candidates will help ensure the continuation of 
the good advisory work the Structural Engineering Advisory Committee does for the bureau . 

Outreach 
To fill the vacancies on the board, we advertised in the Structural Engineers Association of the 
Oregon's (SEAO) newsletter, posted the openings on the ONI website, BDS website and in the BDS 
Plans Examiner newsletter in addition to reaching out to respected members of the engineering 
community. · 

If these proposed reappointments are approved, three alternate vacancies will remain on the SEAC. 
We are continuing our outreach efforts to fill these positions. 



Structural Engineering Advisory Committee: 

The Structural Engineering Advisory Committee is appointed by the Mayor and consists of three 
members and three alternates licensed in Oregon to practice structural engineering. 
Members shall serve 3-year terms and may be appointed to consecutive terms. In addition, the 
Director, or designee, shall be an ex-officio member of the board. 

This board advises the Director and/or the Appeals Board in structural matters relative to 
reasonable interpretation and to alternate materials and methods of construction. 

This committee meets as needed, typically twice a year.
